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Danmark indgar ny aftale med forlaget Springer Nature
Group

Der skal vaere gjeblikkelig og gratis adgang til danske forskningspublikationer —
ogsé kaldet Open Access - lige sa snart de er publiceret, og universiteterne vil ikke
acceptere de historiske hgje prisstigninger pa laeseadgang til andre landes
forskningspublikationer.

Det var udgangspunktet, da Det Kgl. Bibliotek, pa vegne af de danske universiteter,
indledte forhandlinger med forlaget Springer Nature Group i efteraret 2022. Kravet
14 i forleengelse af de to foregiende ars forhandlinger med Elsevier og Wiley, og
skulle leve op til Danske Universiteters ambitioner om at abne adgang til
universiteternes forskning, sd det kommer hele samfundet til gavn.

Efter en intensiv forhandlingsproces er der indgdet en sardeles tilfredsstillende
aftale for en 4-arig periode. Med aftalen sikres umiddelbar Open Access til
forlagsversionen af danske publiceringer pa Springer Compact, og der sikres
leeseadgang til en uaendret portefolje af bade Springer og Nature tidsskrifter.

"Det er godt for dansk forskning, at vi sa mdlrettet arbejder pa at sikre Open
Access, da vi ved, at adgang til nyeste forskningspublikationer er essentiel for
forskere i kampen mod de store samfundskriser, som vi sd under pandemien og i
forhold til nuvzerende udfordringer som klima-, baeredygtighed- og
energiforsyningskriser” siger rektor for Kebenhavns Universitet, Henrik Wegener,
der ogsa er forhandlingsreprasentant for Danske Universiteter, som er
mandatgiver i licensforhandlingerne.

Det er et fortsat problem for adgang til forskningsresultater, at en stor del af den
samlede globale forskning stadig ligger last bag kommercielle betalingsmure. De
videnskabelige forlag tjener pa bade publicering og laeseadgang. Danmark har nu
for tredje gang opnéet resultater, der gor op med denne forretningsmodel, og
bringer Danmark et stort skridt videre i indsatsen for starre dbenhed i forskningen,
igennem aftalerne med Elsevier, Wiley og nu Springer Nature Group.

“Vi er endnu engang lykkes med at tage afstand til embargoperioder og double
dipping. Det er virkelig vigtigt, for dansk forskningspublicering skal vaere dben

og tilgeengelig for hele verden i publiceringsajeblikket, og vi vil ikke pdlaegges
dobbelt betaling for adgang og publicering. I 2023 skal vi forhandle med Taylor &
Francis, vi ser frem til en konstruktiv dialog om fremtidens samspil mellem
forlag, forskningsinstitution og bibliotek” siger forhandlingsansvarlig Kira Stine
Hansen, vicedirekter, Det Kgl. Bibliotek.

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Denmark to enter new license agreement with Springer 3 MARCH 2023

There must be immediate and free access to Danish research publications - also
called Open Access - as soon as they are published and the universities will not
accept price increases for reading access to other countries' research publications.

That was the starting point when the Royal Danish Library, on behalf of the Danish
universities, began negotiations with the publisher Springer Nature Group in the
fall of 2022. The requirement was a continuation of the previous two years'
negotiations with Elsevier and Wiley, and had to meet the ambitions of Danish
Universities to open access to the universities' research, so that it benefits the
whole society.

After an intensive negotiation process, a particularly satisfactory agreement for a 4-
year period has been reached. With the agreement, immediate Open Access to the
publisher's version of Danish research publications on Springer Compact is
ensured, and reading access to an unchanged portfolio of both Springer and Nature
journals is ensured.

"It is good for Danish research that we pursue Open Access with such dedication.
We know that access to the latest research publications is essential for researchers
in the fight against the major societal crises that we saw during the pandemic and
in relation to current challenges as climate, sustainability and energy supply
crises,” says the rector of the University of Copenhagen, Henrik Wegener, who is
also the negotiating representative for Danish Universities, which is the mandate
provider in the negotiations.

It is a continuing problem for access to research results that a large part of the total
global research is still locked behind commercial paywalls. The scientific publishers
profit from both publication and reading access. Through the agreements with
Elsevier, Wiley and now Springer Nature Group, Denmark has now for the third
time achieved results that put an end to this business model, and brings Denmark a
big step forward in the effort for greater openness in research,.

"We have once again succeeded in distancing ourselves from embargo periods
and double dipping. This is really important, because Danish research
publications must be open and accessible to the whole world at the time of
publication, and we will not accept to be charged twice for access and publication.
In 2023, we will negotiate with Taylor & Francis, we are looking forward to a
constructive dialogue about the future interaction between publisher, research
institutions and library," says the person in charge of negotiations, Kira Stine
Hansen, deputy director, Royal Danish Library.
