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Guidelines concerning the PhD plan

During the first months of the PhD programme you can work out an elaborate project description, or, if applicable, revise your initial project description. This will then form part of a PhD plan that must be approved by the Head of Graduate School no later than 3 months after the start of the PhD programme.
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It is the purpose of the PhD plan

· to ensure that supervisor and PhD student thoroughly consider and formulate the aim, contents and timeframe of the programme

· to enable the Head of Graduate School to make an informed assessment of the academic quality of the planned project  

· to form the basis of the regular evaluations that are essential to the continuation of the programme throughout the research period

· to make it possible (at the end of the project) for the assessment committee to assess whether the results of the research are in alignment with the planned project.

The PhD plan must therefore contain

· a description of the Ph.D.-project. If applicable, this may build on the project description that was submitted with the initial application for the PhD position,

· dissertation: Form of a monograph or an anthology
· language of dissertation if other than Danish
· a timeframe of the project and an outline of the envisioned distribution of work across the coming semesters;

· an agreement about the form of supervision;

· considerations concerning changes of environment;

· knowledge dissemination plans;

· possible agreements concerning author's rights, e.g., if the PhD programme is carried out as a collaboration between more parties;

· a budget which indicates if the project depends on expenses exceeding the normal grant (travel funding being of special concern).
· FUP affiliation
The PhD plan is the PhD student's opportunity to substantially revise the project after starting the programme. The approved PhD plan enables the Head of Graduate School to make on-going assessments of the progress of the project. 

In case further change in the PhD plan is needed, the student may work out a revised PhD plan which, in turn, must be approved by the Head of Graduate School.
