International Network Programme (INP)
Call for proposals for bilateral network activities in R&D with China, India, Israel, Japan, USA, Brazil, Turkey,

The INP is aimed at giving researchers from both the public and the private sector an opportunity to establish
networks and cooperation with researchers from countries that the Danish Agency for Science, Technology
and Innovation has bilateral agreements with.
Grants are given to projects where there is not already a well-established connection between the project
partners and for the following activities:
= Scientific workshops and conferences with participation of researchers, scientists, research experts
and PhD-students from Denmark and from one or more of the selected countries.
= Travel between Denmark and the selected countries in order to identify potential for new projects
and partnerships.

Den Danske Maritime Fond
Call open for applications to “Den Danske Maritime Fond”. The aim of the Fund is to provide financial
support for initiatives and measures that can serve to develop and promote Danish shipping and / or Danish
shipyard industry. There is no detailed criteria for the types of activities the Foundation wants to promote,
but the Board like applications for activities that are innovative and business oriented and thus able to be
commercialized.

Fabrikant Mads Clausens Fond
This is a general charitable foundation supporting the following:
- Purchasing of equipment for use in education and science (favorably in relation to Danfoss’
products, production or employees)
- Stimulation of interest in science among children and young people
- Equipment for medical treatment

The foundation supports a project one time only, and the support is mainly given to projects that can make a
difference for many people. The grants usually amounts to more than 25.000 DKK, however rarely more than
100.000 DKK.

The foundation does not support medical research, private individuals, travel and subsistence expenses,
conferences (unless of special interest to Danfoss), salaries, small investments, and long-term research
projects.

The foundation has an agreement with SDU that employees and students at SDU shall submit their application
via Rektorsekretariatet at SDU.

Horizon 2020: Fast Track to Innovation Pilot
FTI pilot supports projects undertaking innovation from the demonstration stage through to market uptake.
The programme aims to accelerate the commercialisation process by providing extended funding
opportunities through an open and agile scheme nurturing bottom-up ideas from innovative constituencies
across Europe. The call is open to all types of legal entities but requires industry participation.
Deadline: 1 September at 17:00

Marie Sklodowska-Curie Individual Fellowships (IF)
Individual Fellowships support the mobility of researchers within and beyond Europe - as well as helping to
attract the best foreign researchers to work in the EU. The grant usually covers two years' salary, a mobility
allowance, research costs and overheads for the host institution. Individual researchers submit proposals for
funding in liaison with their planned host organisation. Proposals are judged on their research quality, the
researcher's future career prospects, and the support offered by the host organisation. Fellows can also spend
part of the fellowship elsewhere in Europe if this would boost impact, and those restarting their career in
Europe benefit from special eligibility conditions.
Deadline: 10 September at 17:00
